Entries not meeting the rules and conditions listed below will be disqualified.

A Only Lions Clubs can sponsor the contest in local schools or youth

       organizations. 

A Contest is open to students who will be 11, 12, or 13 years of age on 

       November 10, 2007.

A Artwork must be no smaller than 13 inches by 20 inches and no larger than 20 inches by 24

inches.  Do not mat or frame.

A Only one entry per District, and each entry must be the work of only one student.

A All artwork must be the individual student’s original creation. Duplications are not accepted.

A All media are accepted.  Note:  chalk, charcoal, and pastel entries should be sealed with a fixative

spray to prevent smearing.  Do not laminate entries.

A Three-dimensional entries will not be accepted.  Nothing may be glued,

       stapled, or attached to the artwork in away.

A The use of lettering or numbering on the front of the poster in any language, is not allowed.  All

artist signatures or initials should be written on the back of the poster.

A Artwork should be done on a flexible material, so it can be rolled for shipping in a mail tube.  Do

not fold poster.

A Kits may be ordered now till October 1, 2007 from club supplies sales department at

International Headquarters at a cost of $10.00 a kit.

2007).
