Maybe it was because the people of Lorenzo kept showing up for help at the eye screenin
routinely held by the Lions Clubs in Lubbock, or maybe the Lorenzo Lions saw what a great service the Lions were offer
ing in Lubbock.

Whatever the reason, the Lorenzo Lions held their first eye screening and clinic on 9/24 at the Lorenzo High Schoo
gym. Lions from Lubbock under the direction of 2T238s
equi pment. Lion Tom Mills, an optician from Big Sprin

mobile exam room along with several thousand pair of glasses. Lion Dr. Norman Gould came to examine the children.

A couple of dozen adults were fitted with recycled glasses and 9 children will be receiving new glasses as a result of
this joint effort. It was a successful day and the Lorenzo Lions found out that being part of an International Organization
