lenge, it refers to the match funds challenge to LCIF from Bill Gates as a partner is helping with the role 

of halting measles with our imitative of vaccination a minimum of 41 million children. Facts to consider 

are:  

1. Cost effective: US$1 = 1 child saved from measles through LCIF support. 

 

2. End Unnecessary Deaths: 450 children die each day from measles related complications. 

 

3. Prevent Permanent Damage to Children Health: Nearly 30% of children who contact measles suffer 

complications from virus such as vision loss. 

 

4. Global partners: Our global partners include UNICEF, World Health Organization (WHO) U.S. Cen-

ter for Disease Control (CDC), American Red Cross, and U.N. 

 

5. MJF Eligible: All donations to help LCIF meet the Gates Challenge are eligible for Melvin Jones Fellow-

ship Credit. In the for column on your check indicate at Gates challenge -MJF credit.  

 

6. LCIFõs commitment is US$10 million towards halting needless deaths from the effects of measles. 

Gates pledge will match every $2 raised by Lions up to $5 million for the Measles Imitative in 2011-12.  

 

While these are not all of LCIF initiatives it gives a good snap shot of why you are asked to support 

LCIF. Remember you are in fact LCIF in that your donations are, 501c tax exempt so you receive double 

rewards in that you help someone who needs help, and also receive a tax write off.  

For a donation of $20.00 you receive a bronze contributing pin. $50-$100 pins are also available. Honor 

roll certificates ($100), Melvin Jones Plaques ($1000), memorials, bequeaths are all welcomed.

The NIE Impact:  

      Improve Student Test 

Scores 

      In a recent study of 22 

cities across the country, 

schools applying the Newspa-

per in Education (NIE) pro-
gram in their classrooms were 

compared with those who did 

not. Local or state reading 

tests were used as the meas-

ure. In all cities the results 

were the same, creating a 

strong case in support of the 

value of NIE. 

      For all students ,there was 

a 10% increase in test scores 

for those who participated in 

the NIE program compared to 

those who did not. 

      In all cases the test scores 

were directly related to the 

intensity of use of NIE materi-

als in the classroom: The 

higher the use of newspapers, 

the higher the test scores. 

      In all cases the greatest 

increase was gained by middle 

school students. 

       In schools with a large 

low-income and/or non-English 

speaking percentage of stu-

dents, the increase in test 

scores for the newspaper 

group was as much as 29%.
